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BOROUGH OF WOODLAND PARK 
REGULAR MEETING OF THE MUNICIPAL COUNCIL 

HELD ON NOVEMBER 24, 2010 
 

A Regular Meeting of the Municipal Council of the Borough of Woodland Park was held 
in the Council Chambers in the Municipal Building, 5 Brophy Lane, on November 24,                               
2010 and was called to order by Mayor Pat Lepore at 6:00 p.m. 
 

Present:   Council President Kazmark, Councilman Spinelli, Councilwoman 
Gatti Councilman DiDomenico, Councilwoman Pascrell, 
Councilman Vargas and Mayor Lepore  

 
Absent: None 

 
Albert Buglione, Municipal Attorney, was present. 
 
The Mayor stated in accordance with the Open Public Meetings Law P.L. 1975 c.231, 
notice requirements for this meeting were set forth in the resolution adopted by the 
Municipal Council at the Reorganization Meeting of January 6, 2010 detailing the time 
and place, with notice given to the public by posting a copy thereof on the bulletin board 
in the Municipal Building and transmitting copies to the Mayor, members of the Council, 
Officers and to The Herald News. 
 
PUBLIC HEARINGS: 

Mayor Lepore opened the meeting to the public and asked if anyone wished to be heard. 
 
There being no one wishing to be heard, the Public Hearing was closed. 
 
MINUTES: 
 
Upon Motion by Council President Kazmark, seconded by Councilman Spinelli, and 
passed on roll call vote, with an abstention by Councilman Vargas of the November 8th 
meeting, the Minutes of the Regular Meeting of November 3, 2010 and the Special 
Meeting of November 8, 2010 were approved as submitted. 
 
CONFERENCE COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
 

A. Administration/Finance-Councilwoman Pascrell had no report at this time. 
 

B. Buildings & Grounds/Public Works-Councilwoman Gatti reported that new 
sidewalks have been put in on Newby Avenue after the repaving was 
completed. 

 
C. Public Safety-Councilman DiDomenico reported that the Fire Department is 

in the process of submitting a grant to the Department of Homeland Security 
for hardware and software to upgrade our existing equipment.  He stated that 
the Chief of Police visited two other communities with the Red Flex Cameras 
and the cameras from ATS.  He and the Chief will be making a 
recommendation to the Mayor and Council, hopefully at the next meeting, to 
purchase these cameras. 

 
D. Health/Senior Services-Councilman Spinelli had no report at this time. 

 
E. Recreation/Community Relations-Council President Kazmark reported that 

three of the West Paterson Panther football teams played in the super bowl 
but, unfortunately, were not successful.  The annual holiday movie at Loew’s 
Theater will be held on Saturday, December 4, 2010.  The annual Christmas 
Tree Lighting will be held on Friday, December 3, 2010.  The Council 



President reported that Bob Lindsley of the Alfred Baumann Library will be 
retiring in March, 2011. 

 
F. Laws/Ordinances-Councilman Vargas had no report at this time. 

 
MAYOR’S REPORT: 
 
The Mayor apologized to the residents for a misprint in the recycling schedule regarding 
Thanksgiving Day pick up.  He spoke with regard to receiving a grant from the 
Community Block Grant Program earlier this year to resurface McKeown and Randazzo 
Avenues but because of a number of circumstances, the engineer has recommended that 
we wait until the spring to begin paving.  The Mayor stated that Passaic County 
established a purchasing cooperative, which we joined along with eight other 
municipalities in the county, at a preliminary savings of approximately forty percent for 
Woodland Park. The Mayor told everyone that he and Albert Buglione, the Borough 
Attorney, went to the Township of Little Fall’s Council meeting to object to the 
Township rezoning of a parcel of land on Lackawanna Avenue.  The Mayor said that Mr. 
Buglione stated his objections to the Council, but they voted in favor of rezoning the 
parcel of land.  The Mayor stated that the Borough of Woodland Park will be appealing 
their decision.  A discussion was held between the Mayor and Council regarding this 
issue. 
 
 
ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT: 
 
Kevin Galland reported that, with respect to the renovations of the Boys & Girls Club, 
the lighting is complete, the fire alarm system has been replaced and the walls have been 
painted.  There was a minor problem with the radiator installation and it was 
recommended that the location be revised which was, in fact, completed.  The plumber 
will be in on November 29th and hopefully, the heating system will be complete at that 
time.  He hopes that the building will be available for use by the end of next week.  A 
discussion was held between Mr. Galland and Council President Kazmark with regard to 
the completion of the Boys & Girls Club.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the ordinance entitled Ordinance 10-09 
an ordinance to amend Chapter XI of the ordinances of the Borough of Woodland Park, 
which is also known as the “Traffic Ordinance” to prohibit parking along the frontage of 
1030 McBride Avenue listed in the tax map as Block 99, Lots 9.01, 10, 11 and 12 be and 
is hereby adopted as having been approved on second and final reading, and the 
Municipal Clerk be and he is hereby authorized and directed to publish said Ordinances 
according to law. 
 
By a Motion made by Councilman Spinelli, seconded by Councilwoman Pascrell and 
passed unanimously by roll call vote, Ordinance 10-09 was adopted. 
 
Said Ordinance 10-09 has been written out in the Minutes of the November 3, 2010 
meeting. 
 

C. Public Hearing on Ordinance No. 10-10, an ordinance to amend 
Chapter XI of the ordinances of the Borough of Woodland Park, which 
is also known as the “Traffic Ordinance” to create a one-way street 
(west to east) on Memorial Drive between McBride Avenue and 
Lackawanna Avenue while school is in session and to prohibit parking 
on the south side of Memorial Drive while school is in session. 

 
Upon a Motion made by Council President Kazmark, seconded by Councilman Spinelli 
and passed on roll call vote, a public hearing was opened on Ordinance No. 10-10. 
 
Sanjay Desai, 186 Mt. Pleasant Avenue stated that he opposes this ordinance.  He 
believes that there should have been a traffic study done on this issue before an ordinance 
was put in place.  He believes there will be more of a problem if Memorial Drive is 
turned into a one-way street and he believes the problem is due to the fact that the Mayor 
and Council cut the school busing program and now there is more traffic at Memorial 
School. 
 
With no one else wishing to be heard, upon a Motion made by Council President 
Kazmark, seconded by Councilman DiDomenico and passed on roll call vote, the public 
hearing was closed. 
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Council President Kazmark once again, told Mr. Desai that the Mayor and Council had 
nothing to do with cutting the school busing schedule and that he should take his 
concerns regarding busing to the Board of Education.  He tried to answer all of Mr. 
Desai’s concerns regarding this ordinance. 
 

D. Resolution R10-309, Adoption of Ordinance 10-10 by the Mayor and 
Council. 

 
WHEREAS, the Borough of Woodland Park, County of Passaic, State of New Jersey 
desires to adopt an ordinance to amend Chapter XI of the ordinances of the Borough of 
Woodland Park, which is also known as the “Traffic Ordinance” to create a one-way 
street (west to east) on Memorial Drive between McBride Avenue and Lackawanna 
Avenue while school is in session and to prohibit parking on the south side of Memorial 
Drive while school is in session; and  
 
WHEREAS, notice of introduction and passage on first reading was published in The 
Herald News dated November 6, 2010, setting the date of November 24, 2010 for the 
public hearing and consideration for final passage; and 
 
WHEREAS, a copy of the ordinance was posted on the Borough’s official bulletin board 
and copies were made available to all those desiring same; and 
 
WHEREAS, in compliance with State Statute, a public hearing on the above referenced 
ordinance was conducted on November 24, 2010 at the regular meeting of the Mayor and 
Council; 
 
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the ordinance entitled Ordinance 10-09 
an ordinance to amend Chapter XI of the ordinances of the Borough of Woodland Park, 
which is also known as the “Traffic Ordinance” to create a one-way street (west to east) 
on Memorial Drive between McBride Avenue and Lackawanna Avenue while school is 
in session and to prohibit parking on the south side of Memorial Drive while school is in 
session be and is hereby adopted as having been approved on second and final reading, 
and the Municipal Clerk be and he is hereby authorized and directed to publish said 
Ordinances according to law. 
 
By a Motion made by Council President Kazmark, seconded by Councilman Spinelli and 
passed unanimously by roll call vote, Ordinance 10-10 was adopted. 
 
Said Ordinance 10-10 has been written out in the Minutes of the November 3, 2010 
meeting. 
 
NEW BUSINESS: 
 

Resolution R10-311 - Introduction of Ordinance 10-11 an ordinance to amend 
Chapter XI of the Ordinances of the Borough of Woodland Park, which is also 
known as the “Traffic Ordinance”, to create an emergency parking area for use 
by the West Paterson Fire Department personnel and to create a no parking 
zone in the vicinity of 1070 McBride Avenue within the Borough of Woodland 
Park. 
 

BE IT RESOLVED; that the ordinance entitled:  AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND 
CHAPTER XI OF THE ORDINANCES OF THE  BOROUGH OF WOODLAND 
PARK, WHICH IS ALSO KNOWN AS THE “TRAFFIC ORDINANCE,” TO 
CREATE AN EMERGENCY PARKING AREA FOR USE BY WEST PATERSON 
FIRE DEPARTMENT PERSONNEL AND TO CREATE A NO PARKING ZONE 
IN THE VICINITY OF 1070 MCBRIDE AVENUE WITHIN THE BOROUGH OF 
WOODLAND PARK heretofore introduced, does now pass on first reading, and that 
said ordinance be further considered for final passage at a meeting to be held on the 15th 
day of December, 2010 at 7:00 P.M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be reached, at  
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the regular meeting place of the Municipal Council and that at such time and place all 
persons interested be given an opportunity to be heard concerning said ordinance, and 
that the Municipal Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to publish said ordinance 
according to law with a notice of its introduction and passage on first reading and of the 
time and place when and where said ordinance will be further considered for final 
passage. 
 
By a Motion made by Councilman Spinelli and seconded by Councilwoman Gatti, the 
aforegoing resolution was unanimously adopted on roll call vote. 
 

ORDINANCE No. 10-11 
 
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER XI OF THE ORDINANCES OF THE  

BOROUGH OF WOODLAND PARK, WHICH IS ALSO KNOWN AS THE 
“TRAFFIC ORDINANCE,” TO CREATE AN EMERGENCY PARKING AREA 
FOR USE BY WEST PATERSON FIRE DEPARTMENT PERSONNEL AND TO 

CREATE A NO PARKING ZONEIN THE VICINITY OF 1070 MCBRIDE 
AVENUE WITHIN THE BOROUGH OF WOODLAND PARK. 

 
WHEREAS, the Borough of Woodland Park hereby adopts this ordinance, to amend 
Chapter XI of the Ordinances as to the Borough of Woodland Park, which are also known 
as the Traffic Ordinances. 
 
Specifically through this Ordinance, an Emergency Parking  Area for West Paterson Fire 
Department personnel only will be established along the west curb line in the area of 
1070 McBride Avenue from Pompton Avenue South to Ryle Park Avenue and a No 
Parking area will be created along the east curb line in the area of 1070 McBride Avenue. 
 
WHEREAS, it is hereby acknowledged that the creation of the Emergency Parking Area 
will increase efficiency, provide maximum parking and direct emergency responders. 
 
WHEREAS, all other provisions of the Woodland Park Traffic Ordinances, and New 
Jersey State Statutes regarding parking, will still be in full effect, and are not hereby 
amended. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough 
of Woodland Park, County of Passaic, State of New Jersey, as follows: 
 
 I.  Chapter XI of the Ordinances of the Borough of Woodland Park, which are 
known as the Traffic Ordinances, which do not allow parking on the street in the area of 
1070 McBride Avenue, are hereby amended, as follows: 
 
 “Emergency Parking will be permitted or allowed by permit only on the street in  
 the area of 1070 McBride Avenue along the west curb line going North to South  
 and extending from Pompton Avenue south to Ryle Park Avenue.”  
 
 “A No Parking Zone will be created directly in front of the firehouse building 
 located at 1070 McBride Avenue and extending from the southern driveway edge 
 of Beatrice Gilmore School and extending 95 feet south perpendicular to the flag 
 pole.” 
 
PERMIT: 
 
A firefighter permit in the form of a placard/ID Card must be obtained and displayed in 
windshield area of the vehicle in order to park within the Emergency Parking Area.  
 
TOW AWAY ZONE: 
 
The Emergency Parking Area under this Ordinance will be designated a tow away zone 
by the Woodland Park Police Department. Any vehicles parked within the Zone without  
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the proper permit will be subject to towing by the Police Department. In the event a 
vehicle is towed, any fees incurred in connection with the towing process will be the 
responsibility of the registered owner of the offending vehicle. 
  
VIOLATION: 
 
Any motor vehicle operator who violates the provisions of this Ordinance will be fined 
Fifty-Five ($55.00) Dollars. 
 
If any motor vehicle operator is found to have violated this Ordinance and refuses to pay 
the same, his or her driving privileges may be suspended by a Court of competent 
jurisdiction. 
 

II. All Ordinances and parts of Ordinances inconsistent herewith are hereby 
repealed to the extent of such inconsistency. 
 

III. If any section, paragraph, subdivision or provision of the subsection shall 
be adjudged invalid, such adjudication shall apply only to the paragraph, subdivision 
clause or provision so adjudged and the remainder of the subsection shall be deemed 
valid and effective. 
 
The Mayor wished everyone a Happy Thanksgiving.  He also announced that the 
Borough’s Tax Collector, Ida Renni, will be leaving the Borough. 
 
There being no further business to come before the Council, upon Motion by Councilman 
Vargas, seconded by Councilman DiDomenico and unanimously passed on roll call vote, 
the meeting was adjourned at 7:00 p.m.
