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BOROUGH OF WOODLAND PARK
REGULAR MEETING OF THE MUNICIPAL COUNCIL
HELD ON APRIL 3, 2013

A Regular Meeting of the Municipal Council of the Borough of Woodland Park was held in the
Council Chambers in the Municipal Building, 5 Brophy Lane, on April 3,
2013 and was called to order by Mayor Keith Kazmark at 7:00 p.m.

Present: Council President Holloway, Councilwoman Gatti, Councilman Spinelli,
Councilwoman Kallert, Councilwoman Pascrell, Councilman DeCesare
and Mayor Kazmark

Absent: None
Kevin Galland, Administrator and Albert Buglione, Municipal Attorney, were present.
The Mayor stated in accordance with the Open Public Meetings Law P.L. 1975 ¢.231, notice
requirements for this meeting were set forth in the resolution adopted by the Municipal Council
at the Reorganization Meeting of January 2, 2013 detailing the time and place, with notice given

to the public by posting a copy thereof on the bulletin board in the Municipal Building and
transmitting copies to the Mayor, members of the Council, Officers and to The Herald News.

PUBLIC HEARING

Mayor Kazmark opened the meeting to the public.
Seeing no one else wishing to be heard, Mayor Kazmark closed the Public Hearing.

Mayor Kazmark then addressed the issues raised by Mr. Desai. Further, Councilman Spinelli,
Council President Holloway and Councilwoman Pascrell elaborated on the Mayor’s comments.

PUBLIC HEARING CONTINUED

Mayor Kazmark recognized a group of residents who came into the Council Chambers after the
Public Hearing was closed who he believed wished to be heard.

Upon motion made by Council President Holloway, and seconded by Councilman Spinelli and
unanimously passed by voice vote, the Public Hearing Portion of the meeting was reopened.

Mr. Carlos Cavero, 101 Pompton Avenue expressed his concerns regarding speeding and unclear
traffic signage in the area of Pompton Avenue and Bergen Blvd. He stated that there is traffic
signage, but cannot be read.

Ms. Cavero, 101 Pompton Avenue stated that there are many children playing in the street, and
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with summer coming, the vehicles need to slow down and obey the traffic laws.

Upon motion made by Councilwoman Pascrell, and seconded by Councilman DeCesare and
unanimously passed by voice vote, the Public Hearing was closed.

Mayor Kazmark, Councilman DeCesare and Councilwoman Pascrell addressed the issues raised
by Mr. & Ms. Cavero.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Upon motion made by Councilman Spinelli, seconded by Councilwoman Gatti and unanimously
passed on roll call vote: the Special Meeting minutes of March 18, 2013; Executive Session
Minutes of March 18, 2013; Regular Meeting of March 20, 2013; and Executive Meeting



Session Minutes of March 20, 2013 were approved.

MAYOR’S REPORT

Mayor Kazmark stated that the governing body is still on course to adopt the municipal budget at
the next meeting which is April 17, 2013. There will be a public hearing on the budget and that
this budget calls for no increase in taxes for the municipal portion of the resident’s tax bill.

That the local school district has adopted its budget and that he is in receipt of a letter which
documents the elementary school enroliment for the three Passaic Valley towns along with the
enrollment figures for Passaic Valley High School. From the letter, Woodland Park has the
largest enrollment of the three towns in their respective elementary school districts and likewise
for the enrollment at Passaic Valley High School. Since enroliment numbers are one component
used to determine the allocation of funding requirements for the high school, Woodland Park’s
portion could be higher in the future based on the higher pupil enrollment number.

There will be a meeting on April 9, 2013, with personnel from the Borough, City of Paterson and
the County to discuss the repairs on Spruce Street in the City of Paterson caused by the three
town’s force main collapse and the reconstruction of the force main this summer

On Saturday, April 13, 2013 at 9 AM, the governing body will be dedicating the playground
behind the Beatrice Gilmore School to Former Mayor John J. Ciborski; followed by opening day
of the baseball season.

The Mayor thanked the members of the Municipal Drug Alliance for hosting the annual spring
senior citizen luncheon, which included guest speakers educating our seniors on such topics as
exercise; keeping healthy; and proper use of prescription drugs.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Administration & Finance — Councilwoman Gatti reinforced the need and benefits for our
residents to recycle.

Public Works — Councilman Spinelli stated that the fencing at Memorial Field has been
completed; clean up Zaccaria Park is coming along; security lighting is proposed for Zaccaria
Park; that a five year street resurfacing plan is near completion and will be posted on the web site
when ready; and that Pitts Avenue, Morley Drive, Winslow Place, Willow Way and the
Ambulance Corp. parking lot will be repaved this summer.

Mayor Kazmark added that we are applying for a CDBG to fund the construction of ADA
curbing throughout the town. Further he justified the appropriateness of creating a five year road
resurfacing plan in lieu of the fifteen year plan that was normally created in the past.

Public Safety — Councilman DeCesare stated that he has received a proposal from a state
contract vendor to install the Lightning Detection System to be used by Little Falls; Passaic
Valley High School; Totowa; and Woodland Park. By making a joint purchase by the four
participants, the cost to the Borough for the base system will only be $4,854.96 compared to the
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full purchase price of $19,419.85. The cost to install the siren stations at the four field locations
within the Borough will by $17,272.45. Councilman DeCesare stated that he has two sponsors
who will be contributing donations to cover some of these costs.

Councilman DeCesare stated that he is in receipt of a letter from the First Aid Squad thanking
the Borough for putting the information relative to their recent Fish & Chip Dinner on the
Borough’s web site; that the Fire Department continues their efforts to provide signage along
Route 80 to denoting the location of fire hydrants; and the effort to provide house number
signage within the town continues.

Health & Senior Services — Councilwoman Kallert stated that the Health and Wellness Fair is
scheduled for April 27 and adults, families and children are welcome. Important health
information will be available from various health professionals including information regarding



the recently introduced Prescription Card. The Councilwoman further stated that she is presently
reviewing literature regarding Senior Defensive Driving and said information will be shared with
the seniors in the near future.

Recreation & Community Relations — Councilwoman Pascrell announced that the Bunny
Breakfast was very successful thanks to the efforts of Mary Mupo and Lou Taylor; that the
Borough’s annual Fish Derby is scheduled for April 20"; and that the governing body will make
every effort to open the new proposed spray park, at the appropriate time, to all residents of the
Borough.

Laws & Ordinances — Council President Holloway reviewed the four ordinances that are
scheduled to be introduced this evening; that Fire Company Number 3 is holding a Fire Expo on
May 5, 2013 on Memorial Drive; that Fire Company Number 2 is holding a Corned Beef &
Cabbage Dinner on April 13, 2013, and that 50/50 tickets are still available with proceeds going
to the Borough’s Centennial Celebration.

MUNICIPAL ATTORNEY’S REPORT

The Borough Attorney reported that he and his firm continue to work on the various work efforts
assigned. He referenced the four ordinances that are on the agenda to be introduced this evening
and various other assignments that are pending.

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE SETTLEMENT
OF TAX APPEAL

WHEREAS, Kearfott Guidance & Navigation Corp., is the owner of property located on
McBride Avenue, on Lot 1 in Blocks 91, 92, 93, 94, 95, 115, 116 and 126, Lot 2 in Block 95 and
Lot 17 in Block 117 as set forth on the official tax map of the Borough of Woodland Park, and
who has filed appeals with the Tax Court of the State of New Jersey bearing Docket Nos.
005318-2007, 004463-2008, 001203-2009, 006494-2010, 006620-2011 and 004591-2012 from
the assessed values of said property for tax years 2007 through 2012; and

WHEREAS, the parties have agreed that the 2007 tax appeal will be withdrawn and the
aggregate assessment of $6,550,000 for that year will be affirmed; and

WHEREAS, the parties have agreed to a reduction in the aggregate assessment from a total of
$5,750,000 to a total of $5,694,000 for tax year 2008; and

WHEREAS, the parties have agreed to a reduction in the aggregate assessment from a total of
$5,750,000 to a total of $5,298,300 for tax year 2009; and

WHEREAS, the parties have agreed to a reduction in the aggregate assessment from a total of
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WHEREAS, the parties have agreed that the 2011 tax appeal will be withdrawn and the
aggregate assessment of $10,750,000 will be affirmed; and
WHEREAS, the parties have agreed to a reduction in the aggregate assessment from a total of

$10,750,000 to a total of $9,771,100 for tax year 2012; and



WHEREAS, the parties have agreed to a reduction in the aggregate assessment from a total of
$10,750,000 to a total of $9,200,000 for tax year 2013 by way of a book change that was already
made prior to the 2013 Tax List being filed; and
WHEREAS, the property owner has agreed to take the proposed refund for Tax Years 2009 and
2010 as a result of this settlement in the form of a credit to be applied first to delinquent taxes
due and owing, if any, and then to successive tax bills due immediately following the issuance of
the judgments, until such credits are exhausted with the proposed refunds for Tax Years 2008
and 2012 to be refunded directly to the Plaintiff’s Attorney, McCarter & English, LLP; and
WHEREAS, the property owner has further agreed to waive statutory pre-judgment interest; and
WHEREAS, the Borough Tax Assessor, Borough Appraiser and Tax Counsel have agreed to the
reductions in value on the property for the 2007 through 2013 tax years in accordance with the
settlement; and
WHEREAS, the settlement results in a total tax refund for the tax years 2007 through 2013 in
the amount of $60,552.96 of which approximately $33,011.31 will be a credit against future
taxes and the remaining $27,541.65 as a refund to the Plaintiff Attorney, McCarter & English,
LLP; and
WHEREAS, the Borough Council for the Borough of Woodland Park has determined that it is
in the best interests of the Borough to adjust the assessments on the aforesaid properties for tax
years 2007 through 2013 in accordance with the settlement.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Borough Council of the Borough of
Woodland Park in the County of Passaic and State of New Jersey, as follows:

1. The tax assessment on the properties located on McBride Avenue
otherwise designated as Lots 1 in Blocks 91, 92, 93, 94, 95, 115, 116 and 126, Lot 2 in Block 95
and Lot 17 in Block 117 on the official tax map of the Borough of Woodland Park shall be
affirmed for 2007 at the original aggregate assessment of $6,550,000, be reduced to $5,694,000
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2011 at the original assessment of $10,750,000, be reduced to $9,771,100 for 2012 and be

reduced to $9,200,000 for 2013.

2. The Borough Tax Collector is hereby authorized to credit $33,011.31 of



the total refund of $60,552.96 to successive tax bills upon issuance of the Tax Court Judgments
attributable to the reduction in the assessments for the 2007 through 2013 tax years with the
remaining $27,541.65 to be paid to McCarter & English LLP as attorneys for the Plaintiff.

3. This Resolution shall take effect immediately or as otherwise provided by
law.

TO PURCHASE PVC SEWER PIPE FOR THE RECONSTRUCTION OF THE
MCBRIDE AVENUE FORCE MAIN

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Woodland Park (Borough), County of
Passaic, State of New Jersey are in the process of reconstructing approximately 3000 feet of the
Borough’s 24 inch force main from Spruce Street to Curtis Place located within the City of
Paterson; and

WHEREAS, the estimated cost of this project exceeds the Borough’s authorized bid threshold,
which will require the Borough to issue a bid for the construction and supply of materials to
complete the project; and

WHEREAS, the Borough’s Special Project Engineer, Neglia Engineering Associates (Neglia),
has determined that the project materials, specifically the pipe specified as PVC (Polyvinyl
Chloride) meeting the requirements set forth in AWWA C-905 Standards, as well as those
contained in the National Sanitation Foundation Standards #61, and being Underwriters
Laboratories listed; pipe fittings specified as DIP (Ductile Iron Pipe), meeting ANSI/AWWA
C153/A21.53-06 standards with MEGALUG® mechanical joint restraint, including internal
sewer safe lining (i.e. Protecto 401 Ceramic Epoxy), and being Underwriters Laboratories listed,
to be used need to be supplied from the same manufacturer National Pipe & Plastics, Inc, Vestal,
NY (or equivalent i.e. JM Eagle, Livingston, NJ) and Union Foundry Company, Tyler, Texas (or
equivalent i.e. United States Pipe and Foundry Company, Birmingham, AL) for pipe and fittings
respectively, as that which have been previously used in the reconstruction of this force main;
and

WHEREAS, Neglia has determined that multiple resellers have access to this manufacturer’s
products, which will provide the opportunity for these resellers to bid for the provision of these
specific products; and

WHEREAS, the Borough’s Purchasing Agent has determined that if would be financially
advantageous for the Borough to secure the required materials through a materials bid separate
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from the construction bid, eliminating the markup on the materials normally applied by any
given contractor; and

WHEREAS, the provisions of N.J.S.A. 40A:11-2 (39) and N.J.A.C. 5:34-9.1 provides the
Borough with the opportunity to secure these materials through the bid process with the
additional restriction designating the materials to be of a proprietary nature; and

WHEREAS, by restricting the purchase of the materials to this one manufacturer it will assure
that the functionally and performance of the existing sewer line will not be compromised; that
the new pipe will be compatible with the existing; and that the inventoried replacement parts for



this system are uniform;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Mayor and Council of the Borough of
Woodland Park, in the County of Passaic, State of New Jersey, do hereby authorize the
Borough’s Purchasing Agent to issue a bid to secure the materials necessary for the
reconstruction of approximately 3000 feet of the Borough’s 24 inch force main from Spruce
Street to Curtis Place located within the City of Paterson; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the governing body hereby authorizes the bid document to
designate that the materials are of a proprietary nature and no substitutes or equivalents for the
materials specified in the bid document will be accepted.

E. Resolution R13-112, a resolution awarding a contract to Neglia Engineering
Associates, 34 Park Avenue, Lyndhurst, NJ 07071 in an amount not to exceed

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Woodland Park (Borough), County of
Passaic, State of New Jersey are in the process of eliminating the gravity sewer line which
crosses/spans the Peckman River by installing a sanitary sewer pumping station, and

WHEREAS, the governing body desires to secure the services of an engineering firm to provide
surveying and base mapping; geotechnical investigation; design development and construction
documents; regulatory approvals; bid opening and bid award activities; and construction
management; and

WHEREAS, Neglia Engineering Associates responded to the Borough’s Request For Proposal
for Special Engineer dated November 26, 2012 for calendar year 2013 and possess the required
knowledge and experience in dealing with sanitary sewer systems; and

WHEREAS, funds are available from the 2011 Bond Ordinance (11-21) to fund this work
effort;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Mayor and Council of the Borough of
Woodland Park, in the County of Passaic, State of New Jersey, do hereby award a contract to
Neglia Engineering Associates, 34 Park Avenue, Lyndhurst, NJ 07071 in an amount not to
exceed $80,000.00 to provide the described engineering services for this project; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the governing body hereby authorizes the Borough
Administrator, Kevin Galland, to execute all documents on behalf of the Borough relative to
employing the services of Neglia Engineering for this work effort.

LIMITS
AND TO ESTABLISH A CAP BANK
(N.J.S.A. 40A: 4-45.14)
WHEREAS, the Local Government Cap Law, N.J.S. 40A: 4-45.1 et seq., provides that in the
preparation of its annual budget, a municipality shall limit any increase in said budget to 2.0%
unless authorized by ordinance to increase it to 3.5% over the previous year’s final
appropriations, subject to certain exceptions; and,

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A: 4-45.15a provides that a municipality may, when authorized by
ordinance, appropriate the difference between the amount of its actual final appropriation and the
April 3, 2013 108

3.5% percentage rate as an exception to its final appropriations in either of the next two
succeeding years; and,

WHEREAS, the Borough Council of the Borough of Woodland Park in the County of Passaic
finds it advisable and necessary to increase its CY 2013 budget by up to 3.5% over the previous
year’s final appropriations, in the interest of promoting the health, safety and welfare of the
citizens; and,

WHEREAS, the Borough Council hereby determines that a 1.5% increase in the budget for said
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year, amounting to $162,538.29 in excess of the increase in final appropriations otherwise
permitted by the Local Government Cap Law, is advisable and necessary; and,

WHEREAS the Borough Council hereby determines that any amount authorized hereinabove
that is not appropriated as part of the final budget shall be retained as an exception to final
appropriation in either of the next two succeeding years.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED, by the Borough Council of the Borough of
Woodland Park, in the County of Passaic, a majority of the full authorized membership of this
governing body affirmatively concurring, that, in the CY 2013 budget year, the final
appropriations of the Borough of Woodland Park shall, in accordance with this ordinance and
N.J.S.A. 40A: 4-45.14, be increased by 3.50%, amounting to $379,256.01 and that the CY 2013
municipal budget for the Borough of Woodland Park be approved and adopted in accordance
with this ordinance; and,

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that any that any amount authorized hereinabove that is not
appropriated as part of the final budget shall be retained as an exception to final appropriation in
either of the next two succeeding years; and,

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that a certified copy of this ordinance as introduced be filed
with the Director of the Division of Local Government Services within 5 days of introduction;
