A. Resolution R15-195, a resolution, to approve an extension of the due date for third quarter 2015 Municipal taxes to August 21, 2015 and that tax payments received after the extended grace period of August 21, 2015 will be charged interest back to the original due date of August 1, 2015 as required by law.  
B.
